To determine the Chinese sign, determine the
remainder when the year they were born in is divided by
12 (ie. use the Mod operator).

Like the Western calendar, The Chinese Lunar
Calendar is a yearly one, with the start of the lunar year
being based on the cycles of the moon. Therefore,
because of this cyclical dating, the beginning of the year
can fall anywhere between late January and the middle
of February.

For the purposes of this class, if a person is born
between mid January and mid February, you can simply

state something like the following:

"Because you were born around the time of the Chinese
New Year (which can fall anywhere between late

January and the middle of February), your Chinese sign
is either Monkey or Rooster."

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Leap Year Rule

A year is a leap year if it is divisible by 4

... but it is not a leap year if if is divisible by 100
... but it is a leap year if if is divisible by 400
Example: 1900 is not a leap year

Note: 2100 is a leap year (in violation of the rule) by
International agreement

Weekday of a Given Date

The following procedure will work for dates between
1900 and 2099.

1. Take the last two digits of the year

2. Add 1/4 of this amount to the number
(ignore any remainder)

3. Determine if the year is a leap year
(use the 4/100/400 rule)

4. Add a month number according to

the chart below

January =1 (0 in a leap year)
February =4 (3 in a leap year)
March =4

April =0

May = 2

June =5

July =0

August = 3

September = 6

October =1

November = 4

December =6

5. Add the number of the day of the month

Determine the remainder when the number
is divided by 7

7. If the year is greater than or equal to 2000,
subtract 1

8. Use the chart below to match the answer
with a day

1 = Sunday

2 = Monday

3 = Tuesday

4 = Wednesday
5 = Thursday

6 = Friday

0 = Saturday

Weekday Example

September 3, 1939 (outbreak of World War Il)

Last two digits of year are 39.

1/4 of 39 is 9.75 (ignore the remainder part) so add 9.
The month is September, so add 6.

The day of month is the 3rd, so add 3.

The resulting number is 57.

The remainder when 57 is divided by 7 is 1.

From the chart, 1 corresponds to Sunday .
